Never tackle a blaze if it is larger than a waste paper bin or you are not confident and trained.
Always leave an exit clear and raise the alarm first. If in doubt get out and stay out. 

When you return to work check you have the correct extinguisher in place; the pin and tag are unbroken & the extinguisher is correctly sited on a bracket -  Not used as a doorstop!
